| do not wish for the Festival to evolve in a
manner that dampens its original spirit,
that of celebration. Neither should it be
seen as ‘naive’, nor disconnected from
worldly matters. | hope that it will remain
in tune with the times, serving as an
independent and committed player in the
realms of comic art and democracy despite
societal hurdles that challenge those who
dare to dream.

At last, the realm of youth opens up to
invigorating imaginary worlds, taking
children and adults along with the
Shepherdess Warriors on adventures

in turn thrilling, terrifying, and fun,
echoing a series that subtly addresses
issues of equality, freedom, solidarity, the
environment, and the role of women in
times of violence.

We aim to weave a dynamic connection
among comic readers, authors, and
professionals, among book pages and
exhibition walls towards new horizons,
perspectives, and creative practices. For its
2024 edition, the Festival is set on carving
a new course whilst honouring the trodden
paths.

In addition to playing a significant role in
the inception of the Angouléme Festival,
the FIBD Association and its members
have also spearheaded the School Comics
Contest due to celebrate its 50th edition
during the 2024 Festival.

This contest matters greatly as it has
allowed teachers and students to explore
the world of comics for decades, serving
as an opportunity for them to engage with
comics creatively and through reading, both
individually and collaboratively. Each year,
thousands of comic strips are submitted
by classes ranging from primary to high
schools; these works address a wide
array of topics that reflect their creators’
concerns, as so many issues leaving their
mark across generations.

While the comic genre was initially geared
towards a youthful audience, it has evolved
to address wider issues and societal
challenges. Still, it has remained true to its
initial readership; indeed, comic books have
become a gateway to learning how to read
thanks to their ever-growing distribution
and diversity. Research consistently shows
that reading comics from a young age leads
to reading books of all kinds.

Hence, it is reasonable to believe - as does
our Association - that the comics genre now
rightfully holds a place within educational
institutions. It is equally reasonable to
assert that the School Comics Contest,
which has been at the forefront since

1975, should continue to thrive today and
tomorrow. We hope to see it complemented
within the National Education system by
other aspects of comic art, including the
study of seminal works - some of which
directly tie into the historical subjects
taught in school curricula. Why not even
envision the creation of dedicated academic
courses in this field?

As for the Festival, it is actively expanding
its educational outreach programme to
schools. In conjunction with the School
Comics Contest, it has introduced the Young
Talent Contest to give young individuals

- many of whom hail from art schools -

an opportunity to showcase their work to

an audience.

Still in collaboration with the French
Ministry of Education and Youth, the Festival
now hosts the ‘Fauve des Lycéens’ awards,
a competition where high school students
select the best comic book from the
Festival's official selection.

Naturally, the Festival leverages its
influence to showcase the works born from
these initiatives through bespoke events.

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CELEBRATING 50 YEARS
OF THE SCHOOL COMICS CONTEST

‘A DIFFERENT TAKE ON THE ANGOULEME FESTIVAL

The School Comics Contest was launched in 1975, a year after the inaugural
Angouléme Festival, on the initiative of Dominique Bréchoteau, an art teacher who
went on to become the Festival's vice-president and president. Now a key event for
budding comic artists aged 5 to 18, the Contest celebrates its 50th edition this year.
The Festival is dedicating a major retrospective to it.

When Dominique Bréchoteau attended
Angouléme’s first International Comics Fair,
founded by Francis Groux, Jean Mardikian,
and Claude Moliterni, in 1974, it was as
both a visitor and an art teacher involved in
educational activities. He and Francis Groux
decided to launch the first school comics
contest for the next edition of the Festival.

Both the festival and the contest have
enriched each other over the years.

The former has evolved into one of the
world’s biggest comic festivals, while the
latter has played a crucial role in enabling
young generations to engage with this
unique art medium, inspiring budding
artists and sparking great intellectual and
artistic emulation.

A precious witness to fifty years of evolution
in the comic realm, the School Comics
Contest has revealed major artists of the
genre among its thousands of participants.

The exhibition retraces the early days,
developments, and different award names
across the School Comics Contest’s journey
as narrated by its founders, those working
behind the scenes, sponsors, mediators,
teachers, and more. The event is also told
by its laureates, such as David Prudhomme,
Benoit Ers, Catherine Meurisse, Jérémie
Moreau, Lucréce Andreae, and others,
whether they pursued in the realm of
comics or not across the decades.
Meetings, workshops, and roundtables are
also on the programme.

For this year's edition, the ‘New Creation’

space will take residence in the Nil building,

home to the ‘Ecole nationale du jeu et

des médias interactifs numériques du
Cnam’. Stepping up from the foundation

set by the "Young Talent Pavilion’, it adopts
a new name to better showcase a fresh
approach to presenting works and engaging
audiences. This initiative aims to become a

pivotal part of the interaction among artists,

authors, publishers, and art & culture
professionals who convene in Angouléme.
The space will feature an innovative
exhibition to promote authors who delve
into similar themes, with the aim of shining
a collective light on comic artists involved

in projects with wide-ranging impact. Open
to other art forms, these unique exhibitions
will foster dialogue between comics and
other mediums, inviting audiences to
explore the interplay between the comic
genre, visual arts, and sound. These
exhibitions are designed to last beyond the
Festival's timeframe, thereby reinforcing its
reputation as a creative hub and staunch
supporter of authors. The space will be
further enlivened by a series of meetings,
conferences, guided tours, and events
catered for a diverse audience including
students, emerging authors, and trade
professionals.

of interpretations. Hence, the exhibition
dedicated to this work beckons visitors

to look at it anew from a worldwide
perspective. Beyond focusing on Sattouf’s
own life, centred around a young Riad and
his family, it showcases Sattouf’s sharp
eye as a writer and his reflections on the
modern era.

More analytical than laudatory, the
exhibition brings to life the characters
and settings from places such as Brittany,
Libya, Syria, and occasionally, Iraq,
depicting the customs, eras, and cultural
contrasts between the Mediterranean West
and East across the saga’s six volumes.
Along with personal items from Sattouf’s
own collection, pictures conveying social
and cultural significance, original artwork
and sketches from The Arab of the Future,
the friendly and knowledgeable voices

of novelist Leila Slimani, young actor

sociologist Monique Dagnaud,

and historians Pascal Ory and Leyla
Dakhli are interviewed by Caroline Broué
throughout the event to offer insights into
Sattouf's persona, authorship, and art.

Enriched with video and audio snippets,
the exhibition opens with an exploration

of the world through the lens of The Arab
of the Future from historical, political,
cultural, and sociological viewpoints.

It then guides visitors through the creative
mind of Riad Sattouf, retracing his early life
and teenage years through a reconstructed
bedroom filled with his favorite books,

and proceeds towards a corridor adorned
with hit comics of the 2000s. The journey
draws to an end with Sattouf’s artistic
process and unique style, from his
inspiration sources to his deep connection
with the cinema.

Showcased for the first time at the City Museum as part of the Angouléme
Festival, Lorenzo Mattotti takes on the Cultural Olympiad - a blend of art and
sport within the Paris 2024 Games - to present a vivid, protean portrayal of
the evolving art of racing. A perspective further emphasized by the passionate
writings of Maria Pourchet.

From his ground-breaking work Fires

to his covers for The New Yorker, to his
critically acclaimed animated film The
Bears’ Famous Invasion of Sicily selected
at Cannes in 2019, Lorenzo Mattotti shines
as a multifaceted artist, broadening

the scope of comic art to boundless
possibilities. His synergy with Maria
Pourchet’s prose is both striking and
profound. Indeed, a foundational exchange
of creative fire has occurred between
these two artists across several decades:
from Mattotti’s Fires (1984) to Pourchet'’s
award-winning Fire (published by Fayard,
2021) emerges a trail of fiery, colourful
passion.

At the Festival, the fusion of different art
forms takes place beyond running as a
sport; it is an act of escape presented in a
wild, bygone form. The unique exhibition
The Art of Running - Catching the Race

showcases a hundred or so drawings by
Lorenzo Mattotti, complemented by Maria
Pourchet’s short fictional stories. Here,
the echoing strides of runners traversing
time from the organic soils of ancient
forests to urban concrete are vividly
captured.

Through diverse techniques and formats,
Lorenzo Mattotti's magnificent images
bring the vibrant colours of racing to life
on the walls of the Angouléme museum.
They show how drawing can encapsulate
a global movement, portraying individuals
as part of, or distinct from, a larger whole,
favouring natural paths over the confines
of stadiums and physical constraints.
This interplay of artistic expressions gives
rise to themes of physicality, velocity,
repetition, training, primal movement,
breath, and impulse.

HIROAKI SAMURA: \
BODY AND SWORDS - i

With the first exhibition dedicated

to Hiroaki Samura and his masterpiece
Blade of the Immortal, the Angouléme
Festival honours the skill of an artist
whose impact soon extended

beyond Japan's boundaries and

those of the manga medium.

A virtuoso illustrator and sequential art
visionary, Hiroaki Samura (born 1970)
captivated audiences with his debut series
Blade of the Immortal. Released between
1993 and 2012, this samurai manga unfurls
extraordinary fight sequences over thirty
volumes that reveal the author’s penchant
for disruption. Not particularly drawn

to historical narratives, he tackles the
genre with the audacity of a newcomer,
dismantling its archetypes with refreshing
boldness and intuition. Fascinated by

the human body, its boundaries, bladed
weapons, and their cold beauty, Samura
delves into an expansive exploration of the
flesh. He portrays his main protagonist, the
immortal swordsman Maniji, as a figure of
suffering whose repeating ordeal resembles
a quest that is both redemptive and erotic.
This intricate and sometimes elusive
character is joined in his odyssey by Lin, a
revenge-thirsty teenager who triggers an
epic punctuated by encounters that often
turn out to be rather... sharp.

Published in France by Casterman in 1994
and in the United States by Dark Horse
Comics in 1997, Blade of the Immortal was
soon ranked as a fundamental work by
authors such as Geof Darrow (Big Guy and
Rusty the Boy Robot], Masashi Kishimoto
(Naruto) and Tatsuki Fujimoto (Chainsaw
Man). Hiroaki Samura’s series also cast its
influence on the cinema (director Takashi
Miike produced a very synthetic yet highly
recommendable adaptation of the work

in 2017) and on video games (founder

of FromSoftware and creator of Sekiro:
Shadows Die Twice Hidetaka Miyazaki
credits it as an inspiration).

Centred around Blade of the Immortal, the
Hiroaki Samura: Body and Swords exhibition
takes visitors on a journey through a

feudal Japan where steel and skin collide

in a poignant and brutal dance, brought

to life with over 150 original artworks and
illustrations covering the entire series. This
is the first significant retrospective of this
pivotal artist’s work.

INTO DARKNESS

To mark the release of Shin'ichi Sakamoto's
highly anticipated new manga, #DRCL:
Midnight Children published by Ki-oon,

the Angouléme Festival is hosting a special
immersive experience where visitors

can dive deep into the dark realm of this
striking work.

Upon reading #DRCL: midnight children,
one is captivated with the enchanting yet
ominous setting; the creator’s stunning
illustrations; and the timeless potency

of Bram Stoker’s Dracula, brought anew
by Sakamoto’s fresh and daring take on
modern and oh-so relevant themes.

But most striking of all is the work’s
cinematic scope as we, like the protagonist
Mina, are watching the unfolding narrative
from the semi-darkness of a movie theatre.
Adapting the manga #DRCL: midnight
children into an immersive spectacle feels
quite natural.

The Guez-de-Balzac chapel where

the narrative unfolds perfectly mirrors

the manga’s aesthetics. Indeed, its ancient
walls and high vaults are the ideal setting
for Sakamoto’s dark, gothic, and poetic
visuals.

Visitors are invited to dive into the story

of #DRCL through an experience that draws
on the evocative power of the author’s
envisioned scenes, accompanied by an
original soundtrack from composers

Fred Avril and Philippe Monthaye (Lastman,
Mars Express). The Dracula: a Journey
into Darkness exhibition stands as a
tribute to Shin’ichi Sakamoto’s audacious
and powerful work. Born in 1972 in Osaka
Prefecture, Sakamoto was drawn to the
manga genre as a teenager when, in a park,
he came across a pre-publication magazine
featuring Hokuto no Ken. His career soared
in 2007 with Ascension, published by
Delcourt; in his compelling adaptation of
Jiré Nitta's novel, he embraced a style akin
to painting, using his art to express

the intricate psyche of his characters.

The series won an Award of Excellence at
the Japan Media Arts Festival in 2010.

He earned further acclaim from 2013 to
2020 with his works Innocent and Innocent
Red that explore the life of notorious French
Revolution executioner Charles-Henri
Sanson. Innocent Red won him another
excellence award at the Japan Media Arts
Festival in 2021, the year he first published
#DRCL: midnight children.

ROOM WITH A VIEW

Nine Antico first gained recognition at the
Angouléme Festival with her initial work,

Le Goiit du Paradis, which was a contender
for the 'Prix Révélation’ award in 2009.

She gained further recognition two years
later, as Coney Island Baby and Girls Don't
Cry were selected for the festival's Official
Selectionin 2011 and is celebrated again this
year as Madonne et Putains is selected for
the Official Selection. She has since adopted
the Hotel Saint-Simon as her favorite place
for crafting her art, halfway between
personal narratives and imaginary realms.

Antico made her debut into the comics
arena via the vibrant scene of Parisian
music venues. A true indie rock aficionado,
she would sketch in her notebook while
standing before the stage at concerts, amid
the pulsating crowd. In addition to sharing
her artwork with the bands after shows, she
compiled her drawings into a self-published
fanzine titled Rock this Way in the early
2000s.

A self-taught artist, Nine Antico has
authored ten or so comic books across

a spectrum of genres that include
autobiographical works, romantic
biographies, children’s stories, and
erotic comics. A true ‘80s child raised on
American pop culture iconography, she

has a knack for weaving references and
shifting narrative tones in both her books
and film adaptations. Her stories often
focus on capturing the humour and depth
of women from all walks of life: little girls
or teens; pin-ups or porn actresses; lovers,
dreamers, disillusioned; living alone, with
a partner, or perhaps with two; groupies

or amazons; observers or the object of
everyone’s attention; madonnas or whores;
and always fiercely funny and touching.

The exhibition includes around two hundred
works such as notebooks, fanzines, and
personal archives, of which about a hundred
are originals. It showcases the scope of her
work, where lightness mingles with depth.
The Hétel Saint-Simon doors open onto a
romanticized interpretation of the American
dream, while Antico’s female characters
are both subjected to and critical of it.
Ensues the genesis of her protean style
marked by bold lines, black-and-white,
colour, notebooks, and fanzines. Upstairs,
youth and adolescence are given centre
stage in pastels and bright hues with a

hint of photography amid the crafting of a
personal space that spills over from the
page and into film. Dedicated to Madones
et Putains, the final section - Italian and
eruptive - showcases a work bordering on
the incomplete, embracing both its peril and
allure.

Thierry Smolderen is a key figure in the
comic realm. Born in Brussels, he has
spent the last 35 years honing a diverse
range of skills in the genre, working in

turn as a scriptwriter, teacher, researcher,
historian, and comic theory expert.

A significant part of his work focuses on

the classic comic authors, including Winsor
McCay, George Herriman, Milton Caniff,
Hergé, and Moebius. Published in 1983, his
first theoretical essay titled Les Carnets
[volés] du Major, ou les aventures d’Hergé et
Meebius feuilletonistes centres on the works
of the latter two authors. Another crucial
aspect of his research delves into the early
history of comics, culminating in what many
consider to be his masterpiece, The Origins
of Comics: from William Hogarth to Winsor
McCay, published in 2009.

As a scriptwriter, Thierry Smolderen has
distinguished himself in all forms of genre
storytelling, from his first collaboration
with the illustrator Séraphine, in 1984,

on the series Hybrides (Temps Futurs,
then Glénat), to Cauchemars ex machina
(Dargaud] published in 2022, in which

he revisits the detective novel genre.

In between these two endeavours, he
tried his hand at science fiction, adventure
serials, spy stories, and biographies,
exploring the life and work of Little Nemo’s
creator (McCay, Delcourt, 4 volumes
between 2000 and 2006, illustrated by
Jean-Philippe Bramanti).

Through a journey designed to mirror
Thierry Smolderen’s intuitive approach

to scriptwriting based on the disparate
fragments he collects (notes, snapshots,
film stills, etc.) and from which he draws
his inspiration, the exhibition features over

a hundred illustrations by his collaborators.

As a fun and educational bonus, visitors
can learn about the key concepts of
scriptwriting. The experience draws to
a close with the presentation of several
projects in progress, proof that Thierry
Smolderen is an inexhaustible artist.

This year, the ‘New Creation’ space
(formerly known as the "Young Talent
Pavilion’] is set to showcase the best
up-and-coming comic talents through an
innovative group endeavour. On a big stage,
the comic artists each get to create their
own take on the starting line! The focus is
on the competition itself, taking the form
of a race told through different stories
and freeform styles, either literally or
symbolically.

Four artists, four artistic realms in the
starting line:

Lisa Blumen, with her endless spectrum of
coloured greys, evokes prominent athletes
and employs their distinctive language
(their many codes and quirks, beauty
selfies, looks and eyes, what is concealed or
disclosed, etc.) to portray the unease that
can accompany their physical preparation.

Nina Lechartier masters the art of mixing
hybrid forms and textures, taking us into
the pre-race routines of four monstrous
competitors. She follows them into the
privacy of their kitchens or bathrooms,
capturing their interactions, warm-up
routines, and whispered secrets.

Jérémy Perrodeau uses his lush and
meticulous strokes to signal a nautical race
about to start. He dissects it into manifold
shapes, rules, phases, pilots, and routes,
while interpreting chance as a race akin to a
roll of the dice.

Chloé Wary wields bold markers to draw
bodies as if they were open spaces amid
the urban landscape, portraying a hip-
hop dancer moments before showtime.
She captures the performer’s anticipation
and physical tension, as well as the
accompanying rush of adrenaline and
mental whirlwind.

Facing the creative process, one delves
into each participant’s behind-the-scenes
graphic realm as notebooks, drafts,

and preparatory work provide insight

into the questions that prefigure such an
event and lead to - sometimes missed -
beginnings. Not to mention the interview
snippets that highlight the creative journey,
echoing the beating hearts of the artists
as of enthralled visitors in four distinct
voices that ultimately converge into the
performance space.

Renowned for his role in directing the cult
series Captain Harlock and other animated
hits, Rintaro unfolds his life's journey in a
comic autobiography set to be a highlight at
the Angouléme Festival.

Born in 1941, Rintaro has been passionate
about the art of pictures since he was
young. In the early 1950s, the budding
director found inspiration in Ryo Hagiwara’s
cinema as well as in French and Italian
classics. Ingenious and spirited, he built

a magic lantern (ancestor of the slide
projector) and began scripting stories.

In the late 1950s, Rintaro, who was not too
keen on formal education and uncertain
about his career, came across a job ad

in a newspaper and ended up joining an
indie studio that produced commercials.
Subsequently, a series of encounters
unfolded, leading to he who would soon
be known as ‘Rintaro’ applying to work

on the production of The White Snake,

an ambitious animated film initiated by
Toei. Initially employed in the colouring
department, he steadily ascended through
the ranks to become an animator for
Alakazam the Great. This spurred Rintaro’s
rise in the industry, bringing him into
contact with s leading manga figures such
as Osamu Tezuka, who introduced him
into the world of directing with the TV series
Astro Boy; he went on to work with
Shoétaro Ishinomori on the adaptation of
Sabu & Ichi; he then collaborated with
Leiji Matsumoto, the creator of Captain
Harlock for whom he produced the

animated TV version of same. Rintaro’s

career took a turn into the realm of cinema.

In 1979, he directed the feature film
Galaxy Express 999, based on Leiji
Matsumoto’s eponymous manga. A
succession of films ensued, including
Farewell Galaxy Express in 1981,
Armageddon in 1983, The Dagger of Kamui
in 1985, the Labyrinth segment of the
Manie Manie anthology in 1987, X1999 in
1996, and Metropolis in 2001. Known to be
a talent nurturer, the prolific director
notably entrusted Katsuhiro Otomo

with character design on Armageddon,
thus helping to launch Otomo’s career

in animation. Now 82, Rintaro has recently
completed a new short titled Nezumi kozé
Jirokichi as well as an autobiographical
comic, My Life in 24 Frames per Second,
set to be published by Dargaud.

The 51st Angouléme International Comics
Festival will honour his work with special
screenings and meetings.

Awarded by professional comic authors of
all nationalities, the ‘Grand Prix’ is a great
opportunity to celebrate and reward an
author for their work as well as their impact
on the history of comics. In accordance with
the principle of direct democracy, the jury
are asked to vote online for the candidate of
their choice. The online voting session will
take place under bailiff supervision via the
dedicated website grandprix.bdangouleme.
com. The vote will take place in two rounds:
three authors will be selected at the end

of the first round, held from Tuesday 2 to
Monday 8 January 2024. The ‘Grand Prix
2024 winner will be elected by a second
round of voting due to take place from
Wednesday 10 to Tuesday 16 January

2024. The winner will be announced on
Wednesday 24 January 2024 during the
Festival's Opening Night.

THE ‘CCI AUTHORS' PROGRAMME

On the occasion of the Festival's 51st
edition, the Angouléme Chambre of
Commerce and Industry (CCI) situated near
the City Hall and known for its educational
endeavours will once again offer an
exclusive space for comic authors.

In collaboration with ‘Adagp’, ‘Sofia’,

‘copie privée’, the Angouléme International
Comics Festival (9e Art+), the ‘Maison

des Auteurs’ at the ‘Cité Internationale

de la Bande Dessinée’, the Chambre

of Commerce and Industry (CClJ, local
authorities, the national union of authors
and composers ‘SNAC BD’, and the League
of Professional Authors, a series of notable
events and sessions will be held for comic
artists attending the 2024 Angouléme
Festival.

A programme focusing on the trades

and stakes of comic creation will include
informational booths on collective rights
and earnings, one-to-one consultations with
experts from ‘Urssaf’ and Social Security for
author-artists, along with talks and debates
on current topics.

Key topics this year include the
remuneration of comic authors, labour
rights, the influence of Al on the comics
sector, the emerging legal frameworks,
etc.

The Official Selections of the Angouléme
International Comics Festival are open to works
published in French, regardless of their country
of origin, and sold in French-language bookshops
and/or online platforms between 1 December
2022 and 30 November 2023.

The works are first selected by three committees
of acknowledged comics experts; the ensuing
six selections bring together a hundred or

so books and publications which represent

the Official Contest: the Official Selection,

the Heritage Selection, the ‘Eco-Fauve RAJA
Selection, the Jeunesse’ Selection, the ‘Fauve
Polar SNCF’ Selection, and the Alternative
Comics Award Selection. Twelve prizes, called
the ‘Fauves d’Angouléme’, are then awarded by
different jury members.

This year, in order to comply with the constantly
evolving comics editorial offer, the Festival opens
its Official Selection to first readings with no
minimum age, as well as to digital creations

that can be in the running for every Official
Selection award selected by one of the Festival
committees.

La Cité internationale de la bande dessinée et de
I'image d'Angouléme présente une exposition
rétrospective exceptionnelle dédiée a I'ceuvre et au
parcours artfistique de Francois Bourgeon.
